ST CATHERINE OF ALEXANDRIA
- 25T NOVEMBER
Alexandria is in Egypt and it is where Catherine
was born, about the year 287. She was an
intelligent, gifted, young woman, possibly of
noble birth. She became a Christian at the age of
14.

The Emperor of the area, a man named
Maxentius, began persecuting Christians;
Catherine visited him to denounce him of his
cruelty. Rather than order her execution,
Maxentius summoned 50 philosophers to debate
with her. Catherine spoke eloquently in defence
of her faith, prompting several of the pagans to
convert to Christianity. After their conversion,
they were immediately executed.

Unable to defeat her rhetorically, or to intimidate
her into giving up her faith, Catherine was
arrested, scourged and thrown in to prison. She
was due to be tortured on a spiked wheel, which
would have crushed her bones, but when she
touched it, it splintered. Catherine was
eventually beheaded.

Her feast day was removed from the General
Roman Calendar in 1969, but was restored by
Pope Saint John Paul in 2002.

Before the advent of organized firework displays,
garden displays were the norm. In the box was a
firework called a Catherine Wheel. The firework
was named after the saint.

In Malta, (where they love their fireworks),
extremely large Catherine Wheels are a
traditional fixture during every village "festa".
St Catherine's College in Cambridge was founded
on her feast day in 1473. St Catherine of
Alexandria, pray for us.
