- FOR BEFRIENDERS AND VOLUNTEERS
Starts 27t January from 12 noon - 1 pm via Zoom - 4
Week Course. Delegates will receive a MECC trained
Certificate, on completion. Bookings:

SAINT OF THE WEEK:

ST HILARY OF POITIERS- 13T™ JANUARY
Hilary Term is the name given by some
universities to the second academic term of the
year. Itis also the name of the second term of the
legal year in this country. These terms are named
after St Hilary of Poitiers, whose feast we
celebrate on Wednesday. Hilary was born in
Poitiers in 315 [Poitiers is in west central France,
about 212 miles southwest of Paris]. His parents
were very wealthy and ensured that Hilary had a
good education. He was raised as a pagan, but
from an early age, could not understand why
people worshipped many gods, when surely, they
should be only worshipping one, so converted to
Christianity in his youth. As Bishop of Poitiers, he
was a leading defender of the Church against the
Arian heresy [Arius was a priest who denied that
Jesus was True God and True Man].

Hilary was exiled to Phrygia for four years by the
Roman emperor, Constantius, for not condemning
St Athanasius, the leading opponent of Arianism.
He died in 368 and was declared a Doctor of the
Church in 1851 by Pope Pius 1X.

Hilary comes from the Latin, hilarius, meaning
"more cheerful". Let us hope and pray that we
are all Hilarys in the months ahead. St Hilary of
Poitiers - pray for us. Mike Tomas.
